Dear Residents: 

Attached is a letter that we received from the utility that provides master meter service to our park.  It describes a California Public Utilities Commission effort (called a rulemaking) to address the possible change in service provider from the submetered system within the park to being directly served by the utility.  This is in the beginning stages of discussion with park owners, the utilities, resident organizations and the Commission, and may take one to two years before any agreement is reached.
The main goals of the rulemaking are safety, method of transfer, and cost allocation.  To more fully explain, the CPUC wants to ensure safety of utility service at MHPs and to assure that service is provided safely and reliably.  Second, the CPUC wants to establish a means or method for prioritizing the transfers from MHP submetered system to direct service.  This will involve an inquiry into whether transfers should be voluntary or mandatory. Also, the utilities have serious concerns about wholesale transfers of systems, whether voluntary or mandatory, and the timing of transfers.  Lastly, the CPUC wants to ensure reasonableness and equity in cost allocation associated with transfers, including the impact on all ratepayers whether MHP residents or not.  
The early stages of the rulemaking will be fact-finding in nature, with the parties working toward getting the necessary facts to formulate policy decisions.  These facts will include the number of MHPs in California, the number of spaces served, which are gas, electric or both, and the age of those systems.  While the ultimate goal is to transfer systems in a timely manner with appropriate cost allocation, there will an initial period of trying to understand the entire MHP landscape in California.
Until a decision is reached by the CPUC, you will continue to receive submetered utility service from us.
