APRIL: Disaster Preparedness
This seminar will focus on the Emergency Preparedness Plan each park is required to have in place pursuant to the 
Health and Safety Code. In addition, discussion will focus on when and how to communicate with the media follow-
ing an emergency/disaster at your park, as well as practical responses to various unforseen emergency/disaster 
situations related to your park and business.
